    Conduct planning activities for the MRB and ensure medical standards and guidance are up to date; 

    Provide expert medical advice and information;

    Review critical emerging areas and make recommendations on needed research; and

    Play a support role in the development of a National Registry of Certified Medical Examiners currently being considered by the Agency.
