The United States Department of Transportation's Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) today announced the launch of the Web site for the National Registry of Certified Medical Examiners program. 
The NRCME program is designed to produce trained, certified medical examiners who fully understand the medical standards in the Department of Transportation’s Federal Motor Carrier Safety Regulations (FMCSRs). Medical examiners will be expected to understand how the standards relate to the mental and physical demands of operating a commercial motor vehicle (CMV). Once the NRCME program is implemented, FMCSA would require all interstate CMV drivers to obtain their medical certificates from a medical examiner listed on the NRCME. FMCSA is proposing to require training and certification for medical examiners to enhance their ability to determine if a driver can handle the demands of operating a CMV safely.
The Web site is one component of a comprehensive communication campaign intended to reach a diverse audience to include medical examiners, commercial motor vehicle drivers, motor carriers, safety groups, Federal and State enforcement agencies, labor, etc. Once the NRCME program is implemented, the names of certified medical examiners will be listed on the NRCME Web site to provide convenient access to CMV drivers and motor carriers.
