	FMCSA's National Registry of Medical Examiners 
The Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration (FMCSA) is currently in the process of creating a national database that contains all medical practitioners certified to perform physical examinations of drivers of commercial motor vehicles (CMV). 
Before being placed on the National Registry of Certified Medical Examiners (NRCME), hopefuls would have to go through training and pass a certification test. Once established, only medical practitioners certified by the NRCME would be able to perform CMV driver physical qualification examinations. 
FMCSA was directed by Congress to create the NRCME in Section 4116 of the Safe, Accountable, Flexible and Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users.
